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Setting Up Your Artistic Edge Cutter

Remove the protective material from inside
the cutter.
Locate the User Guide and follow the
instructions for connecting and setting up the
cutter. Please refer to page 8 of the User Guide

for the next three steps.
Insert the blade for the material you wish to cut into
the blade holder.
Adhere the material you wish to cut to the
appropriate mat.
Load the cutting mat into the machine as shown in
the User Guide.

Install Creative DRAWings SimpleCut Software
Follow the instructions at the beginning of the User
Guide (page 3) to install the software. Make sure
that internet access is available during installation.

Create Lettering for the Edge Cutter

Artistic SimpleCut will automatically open with a prompt
that will help you start a new design or open an existing
design.
- Create New will already be selected. Select Next.
Select the white color chip for a light color
background, and Select Next.
Choose the option for New Graphic.
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Select Next, and Finish.

Select the Edit Text icon from the left side toolbar, i
click in an empty area of the workspace and type

in a name, or text of your choice.

In Tool Options, which is located above the workspace,
select Arial Black as the Font.

Click the Rectangle Selection icon and select the m
text by clicking on it.

Drag the corner handles to resize the text with {][}
proportional re-size. (Position the cursor just

inside the corner of the selection box or hold the Shift
key while resizing.)

Check Tool Options above the workspace and adjust

if necessary for exact width and length measurements.
Remember that your mat is 12” X 12" Your design
should not exceed 12" in width or height.

With the lettering still selected choose a color .
from the Palette below the workspace. Click the
upper left for Outline. (Lower right is for Fill color.)
The Object Property Outline is Running as default.
Leave the default as stitching even though the file

will be exported for cutting. This will ensure that only
an outline of your design is cut.

“Lettering”and click <Save>. The file will be saved as a
Draw file for later editing.
